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... That there is no law restricting abortion. It is permitted and
can be obtained throughout all nine months of pregnancy.

In Canada there are over 100,000 abortions annually
(approx. 300 per day).

31.7% of woman who had an abortion in 2005
had already had one or more previous abortions.

Abortion reporting in Canada is unreliable.
Medical records are available for only
41,330 out of 96,815 abortions in 2005.

Abortion’s Effect on Women:

Abortion significantly increases a woman'’s
lifetime risk of breast cancer.1

About 10% of women suffer immediate
complications; one-fifth are life-threatening.2

On average there is a 180% increase in doctor
visits for psychosocial reasons following abortion.3

And yet, women are not informed:
67% said they received no counseling beforehand.5

84% reported they received inadequate counseling
beforehand.5

54% felt unsure about their decision, yet 79% of these women
were not counseled about alternatives.5

In a recent Angus Reid Poll (August 08) Canadians
felt that women should be informed:
